¢ Observe all local plumbing
codes.

» Carefully inspect the valve
parts for any damage.

* Flush all piping thoroughly
before installing.

e Shut off hot & cold water
supplies.

¢ Do not use plumber’s putty
or thread sealants on
mounting nuts or coupling
nuts.

n Turn off both water

n If your faucet has a spray,

crescent wrench supplies. place hole guide down through
hole at extreme right of sink
top. Add mounting nutto
underside and FINGER
tighten firmly.
OPTIONAL MATERIALS:

* Supply stops (2) Some
installations may require
stops to be installed.

* Supply tubing (2) and fittings
will need to be provided.
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ﬂ You may need the above
materials.

E Disconnect supply lines.

E Insert spray hose down
through hose guide and up
through center hole in sink and
putty plate.

HELPFUL OPTION:

E Basin wrench for
removing old faucet.

E Remove mounting nuts,
lift off faucet.

E Attach spray hose to
spray outlet by rotating faucet
body. Be sure “FRONT”
marked on body is pointed
forward on sink.

ﬂ Place a bead of plumber’s
putty around base of faucet.
Position faucet assembly on sink
with shanks extending through
their appropriate holes.

B Fasten faucet to sink with
mounting nuts supplied.
FINGER tighten firmly.

E Connect hot & cold supply
lines onto faucet shanks with
coupling nuts. FINGER tighten
securely.

ll Carefully remove handle
button from handle. Align
handle with spout, mating
square handle hole with valve
stem. Attach with screw.
Replace button.

E Unscrew aerator, turn on
water rotating hot through cold to
flush lines and faucet. Check for
leaks. Turn on spray. Turn faucet
off and replace aerator.

NOTE: Models purchased as
“without spray” cannot be field
converted to with spary.
